Community Bus R1

A Community Bus provides a service in
areas that are less well served by the com-
mercial bus network.

Although the Community Bus stops at bus
stops along the route, it also covers areas
with no bus stops, where passengers can
board it on a hail-and-ride basis.

The R1 service is a circular route linking
central Dalkeith, central Bonnyrigg
(including the market and the Lasswade
Centre), Carrington, Temple, central
Gorebridge and the Tesco superstore at
Hardengreen.

The Community Bus is a minibus with a
maximum capacity of 15 seated passen-
gers: standing passengers are not allowed.

The driver (who may be a volunteer or a
part-time employee) is trained to a nation-
ally recognised and accredited standard.

The Community Bus does not run from
24 December to 2 January inclusive, or on
3 January and/or 4 January whenever ei-
ther of these dates is a local public holiday.
